• Call your airline and check its website to find out 
about baggage and carry-on restrictions. 

• Keep in mind that checking a second bag weighing 
up to 50 pounds incurs a charge of $25 each way 
on most airlines. 

• American Airlines is charging $15 for the first 
checked bag and $25 for the second bag. 

• Charges between $25 and $100 are assessed on 
luggage that is oversized or weighs more than 50 
pounds. 

The No. 1 solution to all of this is to pack lighter, 
have one checked bag that you can handle easily, be 
prepared by packing clothing that hand washes and 
dries easily, and leave enough room in your bag (don’t 
use the expansion zipper until your return flight) to 
carry home treasures you’ve bought.
